Polish-born artist Krzysztof Wod-
iczko is known for his large-scale
slide and video projections on archi-
tectural facades and monuments.

He is a professor and a director
of the Center for Advanced Visual
Studies at the Massachusetts Insti-
tute of Technology

of Loveland, Colo.; Audrey Flack of
New York, NY; and Zurab Tsereteli
of Moscow.
